hereby enter into the following Agreement:

	

	1. Purposes. The Artist loans the works of art ("the Artworks") covered by Agreement, to The Customer for the purposes of exhibition. The Customer shall not permit the Artworks to be used for any other purposes without the written consent of the Artist. This agreement applies only to works covered under this Agreement and does not make The Customer a general agent for any other works. 

2. Loan. The Artist hereby loans to The Customer, and The Customer accepts on loan, those Artworks listed on the attached Inventory Sheet which is a part of this Agreement. Additional Inventory Sheets may be incorporated into this Agreement at such time as both parties agree to the loan of other works of art. All Inventory Sheets shall be signed by Artist and Customer. 

3. Payment. The Customer agrees to pay the Artist the rental fees listed in the Inventory Sheets on the first day of each month until the Artworks are returned to the Artist. Rental charges stop the day the Artworks are shipped or delivered to the Artist. The Customer may apply any part of the rental fees paid during the life of this agreement, to the purchase of any Artworks. When this agreement is terminated, the Artist shall retain any payments that have not been applied to the purchase of Artworks.
4. Warranty. The Artist hereby warrants that he/she created and possesses unencumbered title to the Artworks, and that their descriptions are true and accurate. 

5. Duration of Loan. The Artist and The Customer agree that the term of loan for the Artworks is month to month,  beginning  _________________ . The Artist does not intend to request their return before the end of the first month. Thereafter, loan shall continue each month until the Artist requests the return of any or all of the Artworks, or The Customer returns any or all of the Artworks. When the artist requests return, the customer must ship the artwork within 10 days. 

6. Transportation Responsibilities. Packing and shipping charges, insurance costs, other handling expenses, and risk of loss or damage incurred in the delivery of Artworks from the Artist to The Customer, are the responsibility of The Customer. When the Artworks are returned by The Customer, expenses are the responsibility of The Customer. When Artworks are returned at the request of the Artist, expenses are the responsibility of the Artist.
7. Responsibility for Loss or Damage, Insurance Coverage. The Customer shall be responsible for the safekeeping of all loaned Artworks while they are in its custody. The Customer shall be strictly liable to the Artist for their loss or damage (except for damage resulting from flaws inherent in the Artworks), to the full amount listed on the inventory sheets. The Customer shall provide the Artist with all relevant information about its insurance coverage for the Artworks if the Artist requests this information. 

8. Removal from Customer. The Customer shall not lend out, or remove from the premises, any of the Artworks, without first obtaining written permission from the Artist. 

9. Framing. If the Customer will be framing the Artwork, when the Artwork is returned to the Artist as outlined in this agreement, it will be returned in its original condition and the Artist will not be responsible for any framing expense without the written consent of the Artist.
10. Reproduction. The Artist reserves all rights to the reproduction of the Artworks except as noted in writing to the contrary. The Customer will not permit any of the Artworks to be copied, photographed or reproduced without the written permission of the Artist. In every instance of such use, the Artist shall be acknowledged as the creator and copyright owner of the Artwork. All rights to reproduction of the Artwork are retained by the Artist.
11. Termination of Agreement. Notwithstanding any other provision of this Agreement, this Agreement may be terminated at any time by either the Customer or the Artist, by giving a thirty (30) day written notification of termination from either party to the other. 
12. Procedures for Modification. Amendments to this Agreement must be signed by both Artist and Customer and attached to this Agreement. Both parties must initial any deletions made on this form and any additional provisions written onto it. 

13. Miscellany. This Agreement represents the entire agreement between the Artist and The Customer. If any part of this Agreement is held to be illegal, void, or unenforceable for any reason, such holding shall not affect the validity and enforceability of any other part. A waiver of any breach of any of the provisions of this Agreement shall not be construed as a continuing waiver of other breaches of the same provision or other provisions hereof. This Agreement shall not be assigned, nor shall it inure to the benefit of the successors of The Customer, whether by operation of law or otherwise, without the prior written consent of the Artist. In any proceeding to enforce any part of this contract, the aggrieved party shall be entitled to reasonable attorney's fees in addition to any available remedy. 

14. Succession. In the event of the Artist's death, the estate of the Artist shall have all rights conveyed by this Agreement. 
15. Choice of Law. This Agreement shall be governed by the law of the State of California.
